File Extensions

m Every file In Windows has a 3 letter
extension at the end of it.

m The extension tells you what program in
which to open the file.

m File extensions are like last names. They
identify the type of file.
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Examples of Extensions

MP3 music files have the extension .mp3
Word files have the extension .doc
Notepad files use .txt

Images are .gif or .Jpg (more on this later)
Paint files are .bmp

Executable files are .exe

Logo files are .Igo

C files are .c (you'll use this for Robots)
